
Dress Code:  Girls
Uniforms should be clean, without stains, in good general condition, and wrinkle free.

Shirts:
Solid in color:  white, maroon, 

light, royal or navy blue
Short or long sleeve polo, oxford or Peter Pan 

style blouses.
MUST HAVE COLLARS!

Turtlenecks:
Solid in color:  white, maroon, 

light, royal or navy blue
May not be sheer/see through and be modestly 

loose fitting.
SCA polo shirts may be worn at any time.

SCA T-shirts may be worn on Fridays.
Skirts, Dresses, Jumpers, 

Shorts:
Plaid of school approved design, 

khaki, navy or black.
Must be within 2” of the top of 

the knee or modest length when 
worn with leggings.

Pants:
Khaki, navy or black.

Docker or chino style cotton/ 
cotton twill only.  

No leggings, jeggings, yoga 
pants or stretch/spandex.

Sweaters & Sweatshirts:
Solid in color:  white, maroon, 

light, royal or navy blue.  
Traditional button, 1/4, full zip or pullover or SCA 

school apparel IN THE CLASSROOM.
NO LOGO OR APPAREL WITH WRITING.

Stockings, Leggings & Socks:
Solid in color of white, navy, tan or maroon.

“Crazy” stockings/leggings/socks may be worn on 
Fridays ONLY.  Leggings may NOT be worn as 

pants, only under skirts, dresses or jumpers.
Chapel:

Girls are required to wear a skirt, dress, or jumper on Chapel days.  For warmth and comfort during 
the months of December through March, girls may wear khaki or navy slacks to chapel.

No Uniform Day:
Clothing must be modest.  Any writing/pictures must be school appropriate.  Shorts/Skirts/Dresses 
must be school code length.  Normal fitting clothes, no exposed midriffs, no ripped jeans/pants, no 

leggings, jeggings or yoga pants.
Should the dress code be abused, the School Board reserves the right to retract and/or restrict
